LAW SETTING FORTH PRIVILEGES CONFERRED UPON PERSONS OF HAITIAN ORIGIN WHO ARE IN POSSESSION OF ANOTHER NATIONALITY AND TO THEIR DESCENDANTS





In light of the Constitution of 1987;





In light of Article 96 of the Code of Civil procedure;





In light of the law of June 16, 1975, modifying the law of September 20, 1979, conferring to foreigners the right to possess real estate, and laying down new conditions for the exercise of this right;
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In light of the Decree of January 13, 1978, modified by the Decree of October 12, 1987 relating to the right to hold a licence;





In light of Article 30 of the Decree of December 26, 1978 setting forth the Organization of the Service of Immigration and Emmigration;





In light of the law of September 19, 1982 establishing the general statute of the Haitian Civil Service;





In light of the Labor Code, Decree of February 24, 1984;





In light of the Decree of February 16, 1989 creating the Commissionership of Haitians Overseas;





In light of the Decree of November 29, 1994 setting forth the creation and organization of the Police Forces of Haiti;





In light of the Law of January 25, 1995 setting forth the creation of the Ministry responsible for Haitians living Abroad;





In light of the Decree of January 26, 1995 setting forth the creation of the Academy and the School of the National Police;





In light of the Decree of March 30, 1995 creating the National Office on Migration;





Considering the substantial support provided by Haitians overseas to the national economy through the steady streams of aid that they furnish to their relatives living in Haiti, through their participation and involvement in carrying out undertakings of a humanitarian and social nature in the most disadvantaged regions of the country; 





Considering their important contribution to the enrichment of the national cultural heritage as much through the exercise of their talents as through their literary and artistic creations, thereby enhancing and adding value to the prestige and influence of the nation throughout the world;





Considering that it is due to the pressure of special circumstances of history that a great number of Haitians now living outside the country have over the course of the 1960s, '70s and '80s had to flee the country and adopt, despite their attachment to the country and to the nation, a foreign nationality, and that they find themselves, upon their return, subjected without any consideration, to the requirement of obtaining a Residence Permit as is required of any foreigner;





Considering that by reason of their status as persons of Haitian origin, they may be, by special privilege, exempted from having to undergo certain formalities and no longer subjected to certain constraints, such as the obligation imposed upon them by Article 30 of the Decree of December 26, 1978 on Immigration and Emmigration;





Upon the proposal of the Minister of Haitians Living abroad, after deliberation of the Council of Ministers,





The Executive Branch 


has proposed


and the Legislative Body has voted to adopt the following law:





Article 1.- Any person of Haitian origin in possession of another nationality and his/her descendants are:


a) Exempted from having to obtain a Haitian visa to enter or leave Haiti


b) Exempted from undergoing the formalities of a Residence Permit,and the payment of related taxes;


c) Exempted from undergoing the formalities of a Work Permit, an employment permit and the payment of related taxes;


d) Exempted from undergoing the formalities associated with the Foreigners' license and the payment of related taxes;


e) Eligible for both the civil service and the employment market, except where expressly forbidden by the Constitution;


f) Exempted from having to obtain the authorization of the Ministry of Justice to acquire any real property;


g) Authorized to acquire in urban areas any real property having a surface area not exceeding 3 .87 hectares, or the equivalent of three (3) carreaux of land;


h) Empowered to enjoy in full the same rights of succession as all Haitians;


i) Authorized, in the event of sale by live auction, to declare themselves potential purchasers of items of real property to be acquired upon payment of the amount owed and bids may be made on their behalf.
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Article 2.- The present Law abrogates all Laws or provisions of Laws, all Decree-Laws or provisions of Decree-Laws which are contrary to it and it shall be published and enforced at the behest of the Ministers holding the portfolios of  Haitians Living Abroad, Foreign Affairs,  Justice,  Finance and of the Interior, each in the areas under his/her jurisdiction.
